
Praying in Mosques 
During COVID-19 Pandemic

Consult your doctor if 
you have a chronic 
disease before praying 
in a mosque. 

Do not pray in a mosque 
if you are showing 
COVID-19 symptoms. 

Do not bring children 
under 15 years old to
the mosque. 

Wear a fabric face mask, 
wash it well after returning 
from the mosque and wash 
your hands properly. 

Perform ablution at home. 

Bring your own praying mat 
and do not leave it at the 
mosque. 

Sanitize your praying mat 
regularly. 

Do not distribute water or the 
holy Qur’an to the prayers. 

Avoid hand shaking, kissing 
and hugging. 

Give way for people who are 
coming into or going out 
of the mosque in order to 
avoid clusters. 

Keep a distance of at least 
2 meters between you and 
the next person and a one 
row gap between rows. 

Attend religious lessons virtually. 

Leave immediately after 
finishing your prayers, 
to allow others to pray. 

Wash your hands with soap and water 
immediately after returning home and 
before touching your eyes, nose and 
mouth. 
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
